All 297 bridges,
which we maintain on county and
township roads, now have no
weight restrictions.

When | first came to Clinton

County over 30 years ago, one of
my first projects was to re-

evaluate every bridge in the
' county for load rating, review our

bridge inspection program, update

all records and come up with a
plan for getting all of our bridges

to legal loads and width. At that
time, there were 292 total bridges.

30 bridges at the time qualified for
federal replacement money
(sufficiency rating less than 50)

The County
Office at that time started an ag-
gressive program for updating and
replacing bridges. We utilized our
own men and equipment to con-
struct the smaller bridges and
pursued grants and federal money
to help replace some of our larger,
more expensive bridges. | have
continued this program and we
have consistently replaced an av-
erage of 78 bridges a year since
1980. We began using steel beams
salvaged from bridges around the

In 2010, we completed meet-
ing the new FHWA requirements
to load rate all of our bridges
using Load Factor Design. We
are one of only 2 counties in the
state to complete the require-
ments in 2010.

E o@ring' £080] Lofistruction of
major structures including
bridges and culverts totaled
$456,381, which includes 4
bridge replacements and many
large culverts. All of these re-
placements were constructed
with our county forces. Portions
of 18 roads were sealed using RS
2P by Miller-Mason Asphalt at a
cost of $473,266. Our crews also
crack sealed several miles of
roadway in an effort to prolong
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the life of our county roads. Sev-
eral safety improvement projects
were completed this year, includ-
ing upgrading and installing

11,000 feet of guardrail, striping

over 93 miles of road with polyes-
ter marking along with our annual

program of water-based striping.
We continued to widen berms and
move ditches on several roads to
alimipatewgugrdrail |Sdationse and

make slopes safer.

2 72001, iwe aMlIsdo%2 major
safety upgrades. Center Road will
be lowered and a new culvert in-
stalled at the intersection with

Nelson Avenue, providing a safer
sight distance at that intersection.

Our bridge and culvert inspec-
tion program of all bridges and
culverts over 5 feet is currently
underway. A separate report will
be submitted to the Board of
County Commissioners upon com-
pletion. A summary of all mainte-
nance and construction costs for
2010 has been included in this
report for your review.

Snow and ice removal costs for
the 2009-2010 winter season was
$492,345, with the crews treating
roads a total of 33 days. About
$169,529 of this cost was for mate-
rial applied to the road.

Although 2010 brought many
challenges to our office, our staff
of office and highway workers has
worked very hard to improve the
infrastructure that is our county
highway system. | am proud of
our many accomplishments and
appreciate their support over the
last year. | look forward to the
challenges that face us in 2011.
